e If you are planning to attend this conference you’ll need to send in your
REGISTRATION for it. Again see the website for the conference at
www.hem2012.com. There are several different options for registration listed
and explained. You must register before May 1*, or pay a late fee.

¢ Andif you are planning to attend you’ll need to arrange LODGING. Again you’ll see
a listing at the conference website. There are special rates to the various hotels
and deadlines. Please be aware of those and make your decision as quickly as
possible.

e In addition to the impressive academic PROGRAM listed on the website there are
some pretty impressive events planned as part of the conference:

reception given by the Crooked Tree Arts Center; the premier showing of
the new CMU public television documentary “Little Traverse Bay at the
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Turn of the Century”; the Petoskey Steel Drum Band performing in
Pennsylvania Park, and a self-guided walking tour of Hemingway’s
Petoskey featuring historic plaques installed to coincide with the
conference.

v’ A silent auction to benefit the Hinkle Travel Grants for graduate students.
v’ New and used books and ephemera for sale.
v’ A tour of Walloon Lake Village and Horton Bay.

v’ A cocktail reception at the stunning Bay Harbor Yacht Club with wine, hors
d’oeuvres and a cash bar.
